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ABSTRACT

A single paragraph of about 300 words maximum. For research articles, abstracts should give a pertinent overview of the work. We strongly encourage authors to use the following style of structured abstracts, but without headings: 1) Background: Place the question addressed in a broad context and highlight the purpose of the study; 2) Methods: Describe briefly the main methods or treatments applied; 3) Results: Summarize the article's main findings; and 4) Conclusions: Indicate the main conclusions or interpretations. The abstract should be an objective representation of the article, it must not contain results which are not presented and substantiated in the main text and should not exaggerate the main conclusions. Abstract should not include diagram, footnotes, equations, or any parenthetical references.

INTRODUCTION
This section should be succinct, with no subheadings. The introduction should briefly place the study in a broad context and highlight why it is important. It should define the purpose of the work and its significance. The current state of the research field should be reviewed carefully and key publications cited. Please highlight controversial and diverging hypotheses when necessary. Finally, briefly mention the main aim of the work and highlight the principal conclusions. As far as possible, please keep the introduction comprehensible to scientists outside your particular field of research. References should be in APA style of referencing. See the end of the document for further details on references.

MATERIALS AND METHODS/ Methodology
Detail information on relevant materials and methods used including description of plant or animal materials including its derived sources, experimental design, treatments, plot size, sampling methods and any other techniques used in research as well as the date/month/year and place of conducting the research should be provided. The statistical methods and tools used in study should be clearly mentioned.

New methods and protocols should be described in detail while well-established methods can be briefly described and appropriately cited.

Interventionary studies involving animals or humans, and other studies require ethical approval must list the authority that provided approval and the corresponding ethical approval code. 

RESULTS 
Results should be presented with clarity and precision. It should be written in the past tense when describing findings in the authors’ experiments. Previously published findings should be written in the present tense. This section may be divided by subheadings. It should provide a concise and precise description of the experimental results, their interpretation as well as the experimental conclusions that can be drawn.

Authors can also use numbering for subsections and sub subsections (such as 1., 2., ….for subsection and 1.1, 1.2……2.1., 2.2….for sub subsection and so on).
Figures, Tables and Schemes

All figures and tables should be cited in the main text as Figure 1, Table 1, etc.
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Figure 1. This is a figure, Schemes follow the same formatting. If there are multiple panels, they should be listed as: (a) Description of what is contained in the first panel; (b) Description of what is contained in the second panel. Figures should be placed in the main text near to the first time they are cited. A caption on a single line should be centered.

The title of Table and Figure should be in 12 font, the contents within title should be in 10 font and Times New Roman.
Discussion 

Authors should discuss the results and how they can be interpreted in perspective of previous studies and of the working hypotheses. The findings and their implications should be discussed in the broadest context possible. Future research directions may also be highlighted.

The results and discussion sections can include subheadings. When appropriate, the two sections can be combined.
CONCLUSION(S)
Conclusions should be brief and clearly state how the findings of the study relate to the underlying aims/hypothesis and the implication of the research.
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The contributions of all authors must be described. The author must address below questions;
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· Who did analyze the data and write the paper??

· Who did revise the article for the final approval of the version to be published??
